Silver Beaver Award Nomination Form

Charter and By-Laws of the Boy Scouts of America

Article XX Section 2 Clause 3 – Silver Beaver Award

The Boy Scouts of America, acting through the National Court of Honor, may award the Silver Beaver Award for distinguished service to boyhood upon the following basis and procedure:

A.
This award may be made each year upon the nomination of chartered local councils.  These nominations shall be submitted not less than thirty days in advance of the date upon which it is desired to present the award.  Nominations will not be considered for former professional Scouters or council employees within five years of their leaving employment with BSA.  The award is limited to adults 21 years of age or older.

B.
The award is made for noteworthy service of exceptional character to boyhood by registered Scouters within the territory under the jurisdiction of the local council.

C.
As evidence of the award, there shall be presented:  a suitable certificate duly authenticated by the Boy Scouts of America, pursuant to the action of the National Court of Honors and a miniature Silver Beaver suspended by a blue and white ribbon to be worn around the neck.

D.
It shall be general policy that no public announcements shall be made by the local councils in advance of action by the National Court of Honor with reference to names presented for consideration.

E.
These awards shall be made to the recipients by the local council concerned in connection with its annual meeting or other public function.

F.
Each duly chartered local council shall be entitled to one nomination.  Councils having more than sixty units shall be entitled to further nominations on the basis of one for each additional sixty units or fraction thereof in their territory as of December 31 preceding the nomination, according to the records of the National Office.

Connecticut Yankee Council Instructions

1.
Any registered Scouter affiliated with the Connecticut Yankee Council, Inc., may submit the name of any other male or female Scouter registered with this Council, as a candidate for this award.

2.
Nominations must be received in the office of the Connecticut Yankee Council, PO Box 32, Milford, CT  06460-0032, Attention:  Dan Cooley, no later than March 12, 2004.  This will allow for proper screening by the Council’s Selection Committee, preparation of national nomination forms, and subsequent review by the National Court of Honor prior to the Council’s Annual Recognition Dinner.

3.
This nomination is good for this year only.  If the nominee fails to receive the award, it will be necessary to recommend him/her in the following year with a new and updated nomination form.  Last years nomination will not be provided to the selection committee.  There is no limit as to the number of times a Scouter may be recommended for the award.

4.
Under Scouting category regarding the nominee’s background, please indicate a title of position(s) held, calendar years in position, unit type, unit number, and district name.  List all positions chronologically with current position on top of list.  This award is for adult service and it is not necessary to provide a list of activities related to nominee’s youth record in Cub Scouting, Boy Scouting, or Exploring.

5.
List any and all service to church/synagogue, civic and philanthropic organizations, professional and fraternal organizations. Community service in support of youth development is important for consideration of the nomination.

6.
Detail any and all special activities that will enhance this nominee’s recommendation.  Enclosures in support of the nominations should accompany the recommendation.  Supporting document will not be accepted after March 12, 2004.

7.
Nominations cannot be made for posthumous awards.
